This paper served as a response / rebuttal to Schneider’s response to Demeritt’s original climate change paper.

It is evident that through communication, further development can occur between such groups, as Demeritt supports an “open public discussion” for climate change science.  I find that Demeritt, somewhat typical in a response to a response, revisits some unclear points and attempts to clarify them, such as the concept of “heterogeneous constructionism”.
